Understanding scoring at Vin-Ter Language School

be used when evaluating the performance of students in three aspects of the language

It is required that students get a minimum of 25 points and a maximum of 30 points to
be able to continue to the next level, if that student does not meet the minimum points
required, students must re-take the unit.

A student who has successfully completed the program will automatically be given a Vin-
Ter certification and could also take the international test to accredit his/her level.

The assessment test will be provided for those with an understanding of the target
language and will be placed on the right language level after evaluation.
